Abstract
This paper provides an example of the formatting style adopted for the extended abstracts of the 2025 Chinese Institute of Industrial Engineers Annual Conference (CIIE), for authors’ reference when preparing their manuscripts. Papers may be written in either Chinese or English. In the full paper file, Chinese (English) manuscripts must include an English (Chinese) title, author information, and abstract at the end. Files must be in MS Word format. The length of the paper, including figures, tables, and references, is limited to two pages. The file size must not exceed 2 MB. The complete paper should be submitted in both PDF and MS Word formats via the conference website (https://ciie2025.conf.tw) by October 13, 2025. The review results will be announced on October 27, and the deadline for final submission is November 3. At least one author of each accepted paper must complete registration and payment for the paper to be included in the proceedings and presented at the conference. Please ensure the file is virus-free to facilitate the production of the proceedings.

Keywords (3–5 words): Smart manufacturing; Algorithm; Operations research
1. Format
The extended abstract should include: research background (including problem statement, motivation, and objectives), research methods, and research results. It is recommended to structure the paper into three sections: “1. Background,” “2. Methods,” and “3. Results.” The section titles may be adjusted as needed.
The manuscript should be prepared on A4-sized paper, with 2.5 cm margins on the top, bottom, left, and right. Text should be formatted in two columns, fully justified, without headers, footers, or page numbers. Use Times New Roman for English text.
Paper Title and Authors The paper title should be in 14-point bold font and centered on the first line of the first page. Author information should include name, affiliation, mailing address, and corresponding author’s email. This section should be in 12-point font, centered, with single-column, single-line spacing.
Main Text The main text should be in 10-point font with single-line spacing. All English letters and numbers appearing in the text should be in Times New Roman font.
Section Headings Each section heading should be centered on its line.
2. Figures, Tables, and Equations
Figures and tables may be placed within the main text or at the end of the paper. If a figure or table is too large, it may be formatted in a single-column layout.
Figure captions must be placed below the figure. If the caption consists of only one line, it should be centered; otherwise, it should be left-aligned.
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Table titles must be placed above the table and centered.

Equations must be created with an equation editor, with a blank line above and below each equation. Number equations starting from (1), and align the equation numbers flush with the right margin.
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3. References Format
All references should include the author’s full name, title of the paper, publication date, name of the journal or source, and page numbers. For examples of formatting journal articles, books, and conference proceedings, please refer to the “References” section on the next page.
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
